Strip Graffiti from a Historical Bridge

Objective: strip graffiti
from a historical bridge which
is near a body of water.

Location: Austin, TX

When blasting near a body of water, stray debris
becomes a major concern. Because Dustless
Blasting can be easily contained, it’s the perfect
choice for environmentally sensitive areas such as
this one.

In this example, the contractor was blasting a
historical bridge. Other methods could destroy the
substrate, but the wet process ensures that the
surface will be preserved with no texturizing or
pitting.
